WELCOMING THE ICON

You may wish to introduce the Icon at the beginning of each weekend Mass. The following is a suggested format, which you may wish to adapt at certain times of the year and on certain solemnities.

Following the sign of the cross and initial greeting the following words of introduction… 

Dear brothers and sisters, in June 2007 Pope Benedict XVI announced a special Jubilee year  to the Apostle Paul to mark the bimillennium of his birth. This Holy Year, from June 2008 to June 2009, is being marked in our diocese in a number of ways, but in particular by the welcoming of this Icon of St Paul which is being carried from parish to parish.

St Paul, a former violent persecutor of Christians, having fallen to the ground on the road to Damascus, dazzled by the divine light, changed sides to the Crucified One and followed him without second thoughts; for him he suffered and died. Today, as in earlier times, Christ needs apostles who are ready to sacrifice themselves; witnesses and martyrs willing to live and work for Christ. 

In welcoming this Icon of St Paul in this Jubilee Year we unite ourselves with the parishes of our diocese and with the Universal Church. Reflecting on the example of St Paul,      celebrating his life, inspired writing, spirituality and missionary spirit, we will call on his intercession.

And so, as we prepare to celebrate these sacred mysteries, let us call to mind the thoughts, words and actions where we have failed to live and work for Christ.

Prayer of the Faithful

Introduction

In confidence, in prayer, in thanksgiving, let us set before the Lord our needs and concerns (Philippians 4: 6)

Intercessions you may wish to include

For the proclamation of the Good News; that as worthy servants and apostles of Christ may we draw others to the cleansing waters of baptism. Lord in your mercy…Hear our Prayer

For the members of our parish RCIA programme and for all those preparing to be baptised and received; that they may find in the body of Christ, the Church, an answer to their  striving. Lord in your mercy…Hear our Prayer

For the people of this parish; that our reflection on the life of St Paul, may help us hear the call to repentance and constant conversion. Lord in your mercy…Hear our Prayer

For those priests, religious and lay people who have dedicated their lives and energy to missionary endeavours;  that the lord will keep them safe and strengthen their resolve 

Lord in your mercy…Hear our Prayer

For the sick, especially…… In their suffering may they strive with St Paul to bear witness to the hope which Christ’s suffering, death and resurrection affords.

Lord in your mercy…Hear our Prayer

For those who have died, especially …. May these, and all who sleep in Christ, rise in glory on the Last Day. Lord in your mercy…Hear our Prayer

Conclusion

Almighty Father, open our minds and hearts to the prompting of your Holy Spirit, that we may live in Christ all the days of our lives. We ask this, and all our prayers through your Son, Jesus Christ, our Lord. Amen.

Introduction

‘Get up now and go into the city and you will be told what to do.’ (Acts 9:6)
We know from the life of St. Paul that at the heart of conversion is a surrender to the love of the Risen Christ. When we move from pride to humility, anger to mildness, greed to             generosity, envy to joy in the gifts of others we take steps in surrendering to the power of Christ’s love within us – so that we move to seeing others with the eyes of Christ.

Lord, you opened St. Paul to the gift of the Spirit.

May we, like him, open ourselves

to your work in our lives.

May we hear afresh 

the call to conversion,

that in our thoughts,, our words and our actions

we may witness to your love.

Scripture Reading

A reading from St Paul’s Letter to the Philippians                                            (Phil 3:10-16)
All I want is to know Christ and the power of his resurrection and to share his sufferings by reproducing the pattern of his death. that is the way I can hope to take my place in the  resurrection of the dead. Not hat I have become perfect yet: I have not yet won the prize for which Christ Jesus captured me. I can assure you, my brothers, I am far from thinking that I have already won. All I can say is that I forget the past and I strain ahead for what is still to come. I am racing for the finish, for the prize for which god calls us upwards to     receive in Christ Jesus. We who are called ‘perfect’ must all think in this way. If there is some point on which you see things differently God will make it clear to you; meanwhile, let us go forward on the road that has brought us to where we are.

TUESDAY: LIVING IN CHRIST

Intention (s)

That we recognise and respond to the Christ who lives in us

That we may hear afresh the call to imitate Christ’s self-sacrificing love

That we may live for Christ and not ourselves

Introduction

‘I live now, not with my own life, but with the life of Christ who lives in me.’ (Gal 2:20)
Christ lives within us. He wants to express himself through our facial expressions, our tone of voice, even our body language.  Paul was aware of his personal weaknesses, his intellectual and personality shortcomings, his unnamed struggle with “a thorn in his flesh.”(2 Corinthians 12:7)  But his humble awareness of these weaknesses only made him more reliant on Christ: “I can do all things in He who strengthens me.” (Philippians 4:13) His understanding of his personal weakness drove him to open up to the presence and power of Christ within him.

 

When we are aware of Christ’s presence in this way, we enkindle it in many ways:  through prayer, meditation, Mass and the sacraments, the sanctification of our daily work, through joyful and sacrificial family life. Then the light of Christ that naturally emanates from us can be an illumination for a wide range of people, be they fellow believers and people of good will on the road to belief or be they atheists and agnostics. All whom we encounter will sense something different in us and be led to ask themselves questions that could alter their lives and destinies.

A READING FROM THE LETTER OF ST PAUL TO THE ROMANS

   (Rom 6:5-11)
You have been taught that when we were baptised in Christ Jesus we were baptised in his death; in other words, we were baptised we went into the tomb with him and joined him in death, so that as Christ was raised from the dead by the father’s glory, we too might live a new life.
If in union with Christ we have imitated his death we shall also imitate him in his                 resurrection. We must realise that our former selves have been crucified with him to       destroy this sinful body and to free us from the slavery of sin. When a man dies, of course, he has finished with sin.

But we believe that having died with Christ we shall return to life with him: Christ, as we know, having been raised from the dead will never die again. Death has no power over him any more. When he died, he died, once for all, to sin, so his life now is life with God; and in that way you too must consider yourselves to be dead to sin but alive for God in           Christ Jesus.

WEDNESDAY: THE SPIRIT IN OUR HEARTS

Intention (s)

For the young people in our parish who have celebrated the sacrament of Confirmation this year

That we may open ourselves to the power of the Holy Spirit working within us

For those suffering physically or emotionally, that they may experience the healing power of the Holy Spirit

Introduction

‘Since the Spirit is our life, let us be directed by the Spirit.’ (Gal 5:25)
After reflecting on Paul’s understanding of the centrality of Christ in our lives, let us move to reflect on what Paul says to us about the Holy Spirit.
Paul, throughout his writings, fills us with an excitement in the Holy Spirit’s power, calling us to ever greater and more vital communion with the Spirit. In Paul’s references to the Spirit we have an abundance of riches from which it is difficult to choose. In this time of reflection perhaps these words will help us. 

As we listen to Paul’s words, may we open ourselves to the power of the Spirit for, as Pope Benedict tells us in his encyclical letter Deus Caritas Est, ‘The Spirit, in fact, is that interior power which harmonises their (believers’) hearts with Christ's heart and moves them to love their brethren as Christ loved them, when he bent down to wash the feet of the disciples (cf. Jn 13:1-13) and above all when he gave his life for us.’ (cf. Jn 13:1, 15:13).

Let us spend some time in prayer, calling on the Holy Spirit to fill us with his power.

V - Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of your faithful. 

R - And kindle in them the fire of your love. 

V - Send forth your spirit, Lord, and they shall be created. 

R - And you will renew the face of the earth.

O God, who by the light of the Holy Spirit did instruct the hearts of your faithful; grant that in the same Spirit we may be truly wise and ever rejoice in his consolation. Through the same Christ, our Lord. Amen. 

Scripture Reading

A READING FROM THE LETTER OF ST PAUL TO THE ROMANS             (Rom 8:26-27)
The Spirit too comes to help us in our weakness. For when we cannot choose words in   order to pray properly, the Spirit himself expresses our plea in a way that could never be put into words, and God, who knows everything in our hearts, knows perfectly well what he means, and that the pleas of the saints expressed by the Spirit are according to the mind of God.

THURSDAY: THE EUCHARIST

Intention (s)

For those who have received the sacrament of the Eucharist for the first time this year.

For a willingness to be transformed by our sharing in the Eucharist

For a deeper understanding of what it means to be the Body of Christ

Introduction

‘Because there is one bread, we who are many are one body for we all partake of the one bread.’  (1Cor 10:17)
One of the most well-known Pauline images is that of the Church as the Body of Christ, that gathering of individuals each with their own gifts, all of which are necessary to the unity of the Body.

The strongest manifestation of this image is in our celebration of the Eucharist for Paul tells us ‘The fact that there only one loaf means that, though there are many of us, we form a   single body because we all share in this one loaf.’ (1 Cor 10:17) It is in St Paul’s first letter to the Corinthians also that we find the first written description of the Eucharist. And it is in that Eucharist that Christ both gives us his body and makes us his body.

In the second Vatican Council’s description of the liturgy and ‘the source and summit of the Christian life’ (Lumen Gentium 11) we can recognise perhaps that the building and     strengthening of the Body of Christ is most effectively achieved through our celebration of the Eucharist. It is in its transforming nature that, with the intercession of St Paul we too can be apostles of the presence of Christ in the world.

Opening Prayer

We pray that our love for each other may increase more and more and never stop improving our knowledge and deepening our perception so that we always recognise what is best. This will help us to become pure and blameless, and prepare us for the Day of Christ, when we will reach the perfect goodness which Jesus Christ produces in us for the glory and praise of God. (Based Phil 1:9-11)

Scripture Reading

A READING FROM THE FIRST LETTER OF ST PAUL TO THE CORINTHIANS 

(1Cor 12:12-20,27)

Just as the human body, though it is made up of many parts, is a single unit because all these parts, though many, make one body, so it is with Christ. In the one Spirit we were all baptised, Jews as well as Greeks, slaves as well as citizens, and one Spirit was given to us all to drink.

Nor is the body to be identified with any one of its many parts. If the foot were to say, ‘I am not a hand and so I do not belong to the body’, would that mean it stopped being part of the body? If the ear were to say, ‘I am not an eye and so I do not belong to the body, would that mean it is not a part of the body? If your whole body was just one eye, how would you hear anything? If it was just one ear, how would you smell anything?

Instead of that, God put all the separate parts into the body on purpose. If all the parts were the same, how could it be a body? As it is the parts are many but the body is one.

Now you together are Christ’s body; but each of you is a different part of it.

FRIDAY: THE CALL TO MISSION

Intention (s)

For our bishops and priests in their ministry of proclaiming the Gospel

For our catechists and teachers as they share their faith with others

For the parents of our parish in their task of passing on the faith to their children

Introduction

‘I should be punished if I did not preach the Gospel.’ (1 Cor 9:16)
As we come to the close of our liturgy (of our week with St Paul) we reflect on what is perhaps the aspect of St Paul that most often comes to the fore.

St Paul is often described as ‘the Apostle to the Gentiles’. From the moment of his conversion he recognised his mission as that of preaching the Good News, of bringing Christ to the world. This too is our mission as baptised Christians, for we are anointed ‘as Christ was anointed, priest, prophet and king.’ When the priest touches our ears and mouth at Baptism he says ‘May he soon touch your ears to receive his word, and your mouth to proclaim his faith.’
Perhaps, as we listen to the words of St Paul it is a time for us to ask ourselves whether we are as determined and energetic about spreading the faith as Paul was. Do we even think about spreading the faith both by example and through our conversations with friends and family?

Lord, we celebrate the life of Saint Paul,

your chosen vessel for carrying your name to the whole world.

Help us to make our way towards you by following his footsteps,

and by witnessing to your truth before the men and women of our day.

Through Christ our Lord.

A READING FROM THE ACTS OF THE APOSTLES 

           (Acts 22:3-16)
Paul said to the people, ‘I am a Jew and was born at Tarsus in Cilicia. I was brought up here in this city. I studied under Gamaliel and was taught the exact observance of the Law of our ancestors. In fact, I was as full of duty towards God as you are today. I even persecuted this Way to the death and sent women as well as men to prison in chains as the high priest and the whole council of elders can testify, since they even sent me with letters to their brothers in Damascus. When I set off it was with the intention of bringing prisoners back from there to Jerusalem for punishment. 
‘I was on that journey and nearly at Damascus when about midday a bright light from heaven suddenly shone round me. I fell to the ground and heard a voice saying, “Saul, Saul, why are you persecuting me?” I answered “Who are you Lord?” And he said to me “I am Jesus the Nazarene and you are persecuting me.” The people with me saw the light but did not hear his voice as he spoke to me. I said “What am I to do Lord?” The Lord answered, “Stand up and go into Damascus and there you will be told what you have been appointed to do.” The light had been so dazzling that I was blind and my companions had to take me by the hand; and so I came to Damascus.
Someone called Ananias, a devout follower of the Law, highly thought of by all the Jews living there, came to see me and stood by me and said, “Brother Saul, receive your sight.” Instantly my sight came back and I was able to see him. Then he said, “The God of our   ancestors has chosen you to know his will, to see that Just One and hear his own voice speaking, because you are to be his witness before all mankind, testifying to what you have seen and heard. And now, why delay? It is time you were baptised and had your sins washed away while invoking his name.”’

A READING FROM THE FIRST LETTER OF PAUL TO THE CORINTHIANS (1Cor 1:1-9)
I, Paul, appointed by God to be an apostle, together with brother Sosthenes, send      greetings to the church of god in Corinth, to the holy people of Jesus Christ, who are called to take their place among all the saints everywhere who pray to our Lord Jesus Christ, for he is their Lord no less than ours. May God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ send you grace and peace.
I never stop thanking God for all the graces you have received through Jesus Christ. I thank him that you have been enriched in so many ways, especially in your teachers and   preachers; the witness to Christ has indeed been strong among you so that you will not be without any of the gifts of the Spirit while you are waiting for our Lord Jesus Christ to be revealed; and he will keep you steady and without blame until the last day, the day of our Lord Jesus Christ, and God is faithful. 

A READING FROM THE HOLY GOSPEL ACCORDING TO MATTHEW   (Matt 28:16-20)
The disciples set out for Galilee, to the mountain where Jesus had set out to meet them. When they saw him they fell down before him, though some hesitated. Jesus came up and spoke to them. He said, ‘All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go, therefore, make disciples of all the nations; baptise them in the name of the father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, and teach tem to observe all the commands I gave you. And know that I am with you always; yes to the end of time.’

REFLECTION/HOMILY

This week in our daily prayers we have prayed for change and growth in the light of the teachings of St Paul. 

Let us now reflect for a moment on where

We have failed to respond to the call of the Lord

We have failed to Give witness to the good news

We have been blinded by material goods rather than the light of the Lord

We have not been open to the change and growth to which Christ invites us

Before we come forward to venerate the Icon of St Paul may we ask Paul’s intercession as we pray for the gift of conversion and for a greater ability to spread the Good news.
