
Wednesday 14th is the day particularly designated for
school visits. The Cathedral’s sanctuary and side chapels,
with thirty chairs in each of them, are available for 
catechists and prayer. 
The periods are: 11.10-11.40; 11.50-12.20; 1.50-2.20; 
2.30-3.00; 3.10-3.40; 3.50-4.20; 4.30-5.00. 
On Tuesday 13th the periods are only: 11.10-11.40; 
11.50-12.30; 1.50– 2.30. 
On Thursday 15th the periods are: 11.10-11.40; 
11.50-12.20. 
The Relics are not visible from the side chapels but it would
be hoped to escort the children to the Group Bookings area
in front of the Relics at the end of their session or, 
depending on take-up, even join the pilgrimage route
passed the Relics. 
On arrival school groups should report to the Stewards at
the Morpeth Terrace entrance to the Cathedral.
